Peer‐Review	Workshop	Logistics:	
The	instructions	below	are	for	groups	that	have	3	members	present.	If	you	are	a	group	of	2	or	4,	modifications	are	below.	
 Choose	one	island	for	your	group.	Display	your	poster	on	one	or	two	neighboring	computers	at	your	island.	
 Choose	the	order	of	individuals	in	your	group	for	receiving	feedback.	
 You	ሺindividuallyሻ	will	write	down	feedback	received	from	your	classmates	ሺnot	in	your	groupሻ	for	one	15‐minute	

session.	
 You	ሺindividuallyሻ	will	give	feedback	to	an	individual	from	another	group	during	each	of	two	15‐minute	sessions.	In	

each	of	those	sessions,	you	will	give	feedback	to	at	least	2	different	posters,	and	by	the	end	of	the	two	15‐minute	
sessions,	you	will	have	given	feedback	to	at	least	4	different	posters	overall.	

 In	the	final	15‐minute	session,	your	group	will	reconvene	and	start	to	share	and	consolidate	the	feedback	you	received.	
	

 If	you	are	in	a	group	with	only	2	members	present,	split	the	time	into	two	20‐minute	sessions.	Each	person	takes	one	of	
the	20‐minute	sessions	to	receive	feedback.	Give	feedback	to	at	least	3	different	posters.	

 If	you	are	in	a	group	with	4	members,	for	the	first	15‐minute	session,	choose	2	group	members	to	receive	feedback,	
each	at	separate	ሺbut	ok	if	neighboringሻ	computers.	The	rest	of	the	instructions	apply.
