INTERVENTION HEADSTONES KIT

The U.S. has been intervening in the Middle East for a very long time. The Marine Corps Hymn “From
the Halls of Montezuma to the Shores of Tripoli” is based on interventions in Mexico and Libya in the
first half of the 19" century. But it wasn’t until the second half of the 20" century that our current series
of “endless wars” began. That’s when the U.S. began to inherit colonial and oil interests from Britain,
which had been weakened by World War II and later the Suez Crisis. The key turning points were in Iran,
first in 1953 when the CIA overthrew a democratically elected government that was nationalizing western
companies’ oil fields, and replaced it with the dictatorship of Shah Reza Pahlavi.

The other turning point was in 1979, when the Iranian people overthrew the Shah. Iranian students
blamed the U.S. for sheltering the Shah, so took over its Embassy. The Carter and Reagan Administration
turned away from Communism as the sole justification for war and Pentagon spending, and toward the
demonization of Shi’a Muslims, which was more effective. U.S. military doctrine threatened the use of
nuclear weapons to defend the oil industry, backed the Saudi royal family and Sunni jihadists in
Afghanistan, and began the Central Command, draft registration, and the massive Middle East military
buildup we see today.

At that same time, | was working for a group in South Dakota connected to the American Indian
Movement. We were discussing the 1890 Wounded Knee Massacre, which occurred at the same time as
the “Manifest Destiny” colonization of Native America was morphing into overseas imperialism in the
Asia-Pacific and Latin America, and later into the Middle East. I compiled a list of all the U.S. military
interventions since 1890, for a workshop at the 1980 Black Hills International Survival Gathering.

Unfortunately, that list grows longer virtually every year, and includes repeated interventions in Muslim
countries, specifically Lebanon, Libya, Iraq, Iran, Kuwait, Palestine, Saudi Arabia, Somalia, Sudan,
Afghanistan, Pakistan, Niger, Nigeria, Syria, and Yemen. The enemies of the day often changed in these
countries, and the means of warmaking changed -- from troops, bombing, and naval shelling to drones,
militarized sanctions, and covert operations. But in each of these wars, the losers were the civilians whose
lives were devastated, the U.S. troops who were killed or maimed, and the people who perished on 9/11,
when the endless wars came home to American soil.

This global list “From Wounded Knee to Iran: U.S. Military Interventions since 1890 is at
https://sites.evergreen.edu/zoltan/interventions To dramatize these endless wars just in the Mideast and
Africa, I’ve drawn out 33 of these interventions from the list, and put them on yellow posterboard
headstones to dramatize the foreign and American lives that have been taken. I’ve put an explanation on
the back of each headstone. They begin with the Iran Coup 1953, and end with No Iran War 2026. In this
way, I hope that people driving by and seeing photos of us better understand the costs of these endless
wars for our country and world.

The Iran War is when this imperial impunity is clashing for the first time with a country that can fight
back and cause serious damage to the U.S. military and oil economy. The war could spread through ethnic
secessions throughout the region, and even lead to a nuclear conflagration. The headstones tell a story: If
Iran was the starting point for our massive military expansion, maybe stopping the Iran War is when the
American people can finally put our foot down, put an end to this cycle of violence, and say no more
endless wars.

Olympia held an “interventions headstones” rally in January 2020, on the “International Day of Action for
No War With Iran,” called by Code Pink after Trump’s assassination of Iranian General Soleimani
threatened war with Iran. Similar rallies were held in 2024 and 2025. Instead of again finding volunteers
to stand with the signs in chronological order, for No Kings Day III in March 2026, I affixed H-frame
wire stakes to each (numbered) 30”x 20” headstone, and erected them alongside a title poster (printed at
250%), with a link and QR code to the interventions list, and explanations on the back of the headstones
for more information. I’'m compiling this kit to enable groups to create their own headstones, to educate
their own communities and honor those who have lost their lives in endless wars.
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EXPLANATIONS ON BACKS OF INTERVENTIONS HEADSTONES

Soviet troops told to leave northwestern Iran after WWII, 1946.

Command Operation:
CIA overthrows democracy (nationalist Mossadegh government),
and installs Shah as dictator, 1953.
